SMU partners on Mobility Equity Research Center, funded by $2.97 million 
research grant from the U.S. Department of Transportation, to support 
communities with transportation challenges 

Researchers from SMU, Florida A&M University, Arizona State University, and The University of Utah 

have received $2.97 million in funding from the U.S. Department of Transportation to expand 

accessibility and mobility for underserved communities. This award has been used to create the first-of-

its-kind Mobility Equity Research Center and to establish a collaborative effort, Advancing Community-

Centric Equitable Systems and Solutions in Mobility (ACCESS-M) at Florida A&M. Dr. Janille Smith-

Colin, J. Lindsay Embrey Trustee Assistant Professor, in the Department of Civil and Environmental 

Engineering at Lyle School of Engineering, will be the lead researcher from SMU on this project.  

Using a three-pronged research approach of policy, technology, and operation, the Mobility Equity 

Research Center will develop comprehensive solutions that can be implemented across diverse regions 

and communities. As part of the initiative, Dr. Smith-Colin and her research group will be helping the City 

of Dallas measure the performance of infrastructure investments to determine progress made toward our 

region’s equity goals. Her research aims to create better outcomes for communities in the infrastructure 

development process, creating a more just transportation system now and for future generations.
